LESSON 10
JESUS RAISES THE DAUGHTER OF JAIRUS

SCRIPTURES:
     Luke 8:40-56; Matthew 9:18-26; Mark 5:21-43

OBJECTIVE:
     Jesus, with His words, comforts and encourages us to continue in faith, even in what seems the most hopeless of situations.  And, as He did for Jairus, Jesus proves that we should always believe in Him, for with Him, all things are possible.  (The lesson also shows Jesus’ power over death and one day, all the dead in Christ will rise to go to heaven.  Some children may not be old enough to talk about death and what Jesus called “just sleeping…”  Cover or discuss whatever you fell comfortable presenting.)

POINTS:
1. A man named Jairus was the ruler of a synagogue in Capernaum.

2. Jairus had a twelve year old daughter who was very sick.
3. Jairus went to Jesus and fell at His feet, begging Him to come to his house and heal his daughter.

4. Jairus believed that if Jesus would touch his daughter, she would be healed.

5. Jesus started to go with Jairus to his house, but the crowds were so great that He was   interrupted and didn’t get there right away.

6. While on their way, a messenger came and told them Jairus’ daughter had died.
7. Jesus said, “Don’t be afraid.  Just believe and she will be well.”

8. Many people had gathered at Jairus’ house; they were all crying.

9. Jesus told most everyone to go outside.  He took the girl by the hand and said, “Little girl, get up!”

10. The little girl got up and was completely healed.  Everyone was so happy.

MEMORY VERSE:
     John 11:25     “Jesus said…He who believes in Me, though he may die, he shall live.”

VOCABULARY WORD:
     Synagogue

LESSON:
     From the time He started performing miracles, large crowds of people would follow or wait for Jesus wherever He went.  This occasion was no different.  Jesus and His disciples had returned from the other side of the sea to the city of Capernaum, and a crowd of people was waiting for them.  
     In the crowd was a man named Jairus.  He lived in the city with his wife and twelve year old daughter.  He had an important job as ruler of the synagogue.  A synagogue was a place in Capernaum and other towns where people came to worship God.  Jairus had heard that Jesus had healed the sick, the deaf, the lame, and the blind. Jairus desperately needed Jesus at his house because his daughter was so sick that he was afraid she was dying.
     Jairus bowed down at Jesus’ feet and begged Him to come heal his daughter.  He told Jesus, “Please come and put your hands on her.  Then she will be healed and will live.”  Jesus decided to go with Jairus.  There were so many people pushing and pressing to get closer to Jesus that He could hardly move in the crowd.  Other people were asking to be healed also, and Jesus took the time to speak to them.  Jairus must have thought they would never get through the crowd.

     While they were on their way to Jairus’ house, a messenger came and told them that his daughter had died.  He said not to bother Jesus because it was too late to heal the girl.  However, Jesus just ignored them and said, “Don’t be afraid; only believe.”

     Jesus took Peter, James, and John with him to Jairus’ house.  The house was already full of people.  Everyone was crying because the little girl was dead.  Jesus said, “Stop crying.  She is not dead; she is asleep.”  Jesus often spoke of death as being like sleep because for the believer, dying is like going to sleep and waking up in Jesus’ care.  The people made fun of Jesus because they knew that she had died.

     Jesus told everyone to go outside.  He took the girl’s parents and Peter, James, and John with him into the room where the child was.  Jesus took the girl by the hand and said to her, “Little girl, get up!”  As soon as He said this, the girl got up!  She was alive and completely healed.  Jesus told her parents to give her something to eat.

     How happy the girl’s parents must have been!  They were amazed that Jesus not only could heal, but that He had power even over death.
