LESSON:

   Do you have any books that you love to read? Do they tell you stories about boys and girls, or perhaps your favorite animal--maybe a dog or a rabbit? Those are a lot of fun to read, aren’t they?

   Did you know there is one book that is more important than any other book in the whole wide world? Can you name this book? Yes, it’s the BIBLE! This is the greatest book ever written because it is God’s message to us. 

   The Bible is so important because it tells us how to act and what we must do if we want to go to heaven. It is the only way God talks to us today. Millions and millions of copies of the Bible have been printed in over 2000 languages. That’s a lot of books, isn’t it? 

   God chose about 40 special men to write the Bible over hundreds of years (about 1500). Show pictures of 10 Commandments and man writing on parchment. These men didn’t just “make-up” or imagine stories, but they wrote the things God told them. They did not have paper and pencils like we have today for writing, so they used clay or rock, and then later, long strips of parchment rolled into scrolls to record the Word of God. These special writers are called inspired men because they were guided by God’s Spirit. For this reason, we can trust the Bible completely.  Again and again, the Bible tells us “God said...” 

   The Bible can answer almost every question you may have. Here are just a few of them. Can you think of others?

   Where did the world come from?

   What is God like?

   What is right and what is wrong?

   How can you make friends and keep them?

   Why did Jesus have to die on the cross?

   How can you be forgiven when you do something wrong?

   What can you do when you are afraid?

   How do you talk to God?

   How can you make God happy?

   How can you be happy?

   What is heaven and how can we go there?

   Not only do we learn about things from the Bible that we could never know any other way, but it is also our guide or rulebook showing us how to live. It can help us make good choices in our lives and keep us from making bad ones that might cause us to be hurt.  God loves us very much; if we study the Bible, we can learn how to love God and make HIM happy.
