THE CREATION

SCRIPTURE:

Genesis 1
TIME STAMP:

“In the beginning”—(1:1)

JESUS IS THE PLAN:

“Let US make man in OUR own image”—(1:26)

OBJECTIVES:
1. In the beginning, there was nothing except God

2. God created everything out of nothing

3. What was made on each day of creation

4. Everything God made was good

LESSON: (Flannel board invaluable here)

   Once there were no boys or girls, no animals, no cars, no houses, no flowers, no mountains, no rivers. There was not even a sun, or a moon; darkness was everywhere. There was nothing at all except God! God has always lived and will live forever!

   But God had a plan: Beginning with the heavens and the earth, God created EVERYTHING! 

   On the first day, God said, “Let there be light!” and there was light. Just by SPEAKING, God caused the light to appear. But, He didn’t want it to be light all the time, so He left the darkness part of the time. The light, God called “day,” and the darkness He called “night.” For the first time ever, there was morning and evening and day and night. Do we still have these today?

   On the second day, God divided the waters that were covering the earth. He also made the bright blue sky. So now, there was water on the earth, sky above the earth, and air in between the water and sky. When you look outside and see these things, are they the same water, air and sky God created in the very beginning? Yes!

   But, is something missing that you can think of? Yes, there was no dry ground or trees or anything green. But not for long!

   On the third day, God gathered the waters that were covering the earth into oceans and rivers and seas. This caused dry ground to appear. Do you know what this dry ground is called? EARTH!  God also made grasses, plants, trees, and flowers to start growing. When you see a pretty tree or a pretty flower, or a big juice tomato, you can say, “I know about that; God made them on the third day.”

   On the fourth day, God created the sun, the moon, and the stars. He made the sun to light the earth during the daytime. What lights the earth at night? Yes, the moon and stars. When you look into the sky, do you think about God making all this light for us?

The light from the sun makes it warm for us when we go outside to play and work. It also helps the plants to grow so that we can have apples and bananas and BROCCOLI!!

   On the fifth day, God created even more things for us to enjoy and to eat. He made sea creatures to swim in the oceans and seas and rivers. Dolphins and lobsters, whales and fishes now raced through the waters, jumping and playing. What fun! But there wasn’t anything in the sky. So, God created all the birds. He gave some little wings and some big wings so they could fly all over the sky. Robins and woodpeckers, sparrows and geese, could now play “chase” in the sky. Can you think of some other birds and fishes that might be in the waters or in the skies?

   What do you think God made on the sixth day? Well, He made all the animals and creatures that live on the earth: cows, camels, horses, sheep, cats, dogs....the list goes on and on. He also made the WILD animals, such as lions, bears, and rhinoceroses. Now, there was something to swim in the waters, something to fly in the skies, and something to run and frolic all over the earth. 

   There was something else God created on the sixth day and for us, it is His MOST IMPORTANT creation! We’ll study about that next time, so be sure to be here!
