LESSON 4

GOD CREATED ADAM

SCRIPTURE:

Genesis 1:26-27 and Genesis 2:7-20

TIME STAMP:

"In the beginning" (1:1) OR "the Sixth Day" (1:31)

JESUS IS THE PLAN:

“Let US make man in OUR own image” (1:26)

OBJECTIVES:
1. God created Adam--the first man--on the sixth day

2. Man was created in God’s image

3. Man was formed from the dust of the ground

4. God planted the Garden of Eden--Adams’s home

5. The Garden of Eden was a beautiful place that provided Adam all he needed to live

6. Adam’s job was to take care of the Garden of Eden

7. Adam’s other job was to name all the animals God created

8. God realized Adam was alone and that he had no one to help him in the Garden of Eden

LESSON:
     In our last lesson, we studied about God creating EVERYTHING from nothing in just six days.  There were birds in the air, fish in the oceans, and animals all over earth.  But, God wasn’t finished.  Can you think what might be missing?  There were no people on the earth to enjoy all these wonderful things God had created! 

     So, on the sixth day after creating all the animals that were now living on the land, God created MAN.  He formed man out of the dust of the ground and breathed into his nostrils and the man came to life.  God named the man Adam.  (Use a Sand Box: bring Adam out of the dirt.)

     Can you create anything?  Can you make a star, a fish, a flower, the moon?  Can anyone EXCEPT God breathe into something and make it come alive? NO!!! God and Jesus are the ONLY ones who can create anything.

     God made a beautiful garden to be Adam’s home.  It was called the Garden of

Eden.  There were beautiful trees full of fruit and rivers and gold and other precious stones in the Garden.  It had everything Adams could ever need.  Adam’s job was to take care of the Garden of Eden.  

     Another job God gave Adam was to name all the animals God created.  God brought all the birds, all the animals that walked on land--ALL living creatures—to Adam so he could give them a name.  How would you like to have a job like that? This was a very big job for one man to do!

     God realized that there were lots of birds and lots of other animals on the earth but there was not another human being--Adam was all alone.  God decided that Adam needed a helper.  Do you know who that helper would be?  Next week, we’ll study about Adam’s helper.

5. What did Adams eat when he was in the Garden of Eden?

6. What sort of work did Adam do in the Garden of Eden?
