LESSON 9
TOWER OF BABEL

SCRIPTURE:

Genesis 11:1-9

TIME STAMP:

When "the whole earth used the same language" (11:1)

JESUS IS THE PLAN:

"Let US go down there and confuse their language" (11:7) OR Jesus would bring ALL NATIONS back together (Acts 2)

OBJECTIVE:
     We must remember to always do just as God commands to be pleasing to Him.

POINTS:
1. After the flood, there were many people on the earth.

2. All the people spoke the same language.

3. Without God’s permission, the people started to build a tower that would reach high into the sky.

4. God confused the languages of the people so that they could not understand each other.

5. The people moved away in groups and lived  with those who spoke their own language.

LESSON:
     After the flood, Noah’s family grew and grew until again, there were many people on the earth.  All the people spoke the same language and lived near each other.

     The people used bricks and started building a city and a HUGE tower that would be like a staircase into the sky.  They were going to tell everyone that  this was their city and they planned to stay there.  They thought such a great place would tell the world how important they were and would help them rule the world.   But, they forgot one very important thing----God had told them to fill all the earth.   Should we ever disobey God?

     God was very disappointed when He saw what they were doing.  He did not want everyone to live in one place or be ruled by one city.  He wanted the people to scatter all over the earth and not become evil like they had done before the flood.

      God decided to confuse their language so they couldn’t understand what another person was saying or asking.   They couldn’t tell each other what they wanted or needed.  How could they build a city or a tower if they couldn’t talk to each other?

     After a time, the people gave up on building the tower.  This tower was called the Tower of Babel because it was here that the Lord confused their language so that they could not understand each other.  Can you understand a person who speaks another language?

How do you feel when you don’t know what they are saying or asking?

     The people began to move away and live with those who spoke their own language.   Soon the people were scattered throughout the land--just as God had commanded them after the flood.
