LESSON 11

ABRAHAM’S NEPHEW, LOT

SCRIPTURE:

Genesis 13.1-18 and Genesis 18.20-33

TIME STAMP:

"they separated from each other" (13:11)

JESUS IS THE PLAN:

Lot chose the "best" - Jesus teaches "the first shall be last and the last shall be first"

OBJECTIVE:
Learn to obey God in everything we do.
POINTS:
1. Lot traveled with Abraham and Sarah when they left Ur and Haran and went to the land of Canaan.
2. Abraham and Lot had so many animals that the land wasn’t able to provide enough water and pasture for them.

3. The men tending Abraham’s animals and those tending Lot’s animals starting quarreling.

4. Abraham and Lot decide to separate; Abraham let Lot choose which land he wanted.

5. Lot and his family were taken captive.

6. Lot escapes with his wife and two daughters.

7. The Lord destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah with fire and brimstone.

8. Lot’s wife disobeyed God and was turned into a pillar of salt.

MEMORY VERSE: Genesis 19:26
     “But his wife looked back from behind him, and she became a pillar of salt.”
VOCABULARY:
     Famine—12.10 “hunger”

     Sodom—18.20 “burnt”

     Gomorrah—18.20 “heap”

     Righteous—18.24 “just, lawful”

     Pillar—19.26 “stationary post”

LESSON:
     Abraham and Lot had gone to Egypt to live because of a famine in Canaan.  The Lord blessed them greatly with a lot of sheep,  cattle, and donkeys.  They acquired so many animals that there was not enough pasture and water for all of them.   The men who tended Abraham’s animals started quarreling with those men who tended Lot’s animals.

     Abraham knew God would not want him to bicker with Lot.  They decided to go their separate ways so each family would have their own land and enough food for all their herds and flocks.  He let Lot choose the land he wanted first;  Abraham would go the other direction.

     Lot saw the well-watered, rich plain of Jordan and decided to take that land for himself

and his possessions.  He lived near a city called Sodom.  Abraham and his possessions  lived in the less fertile and less populated land of Canaan.  God told Abraham to look around him; everything Abraham could see would belong to him and his children.

    When we are selfish and try to take the very best for ourselves, things may not be as pleasant or as good as they appear.  That’s what happened to Lot.  The cities close to Lot’s tent were extremely evil.  In fact, the cities were so wicked that God decided to destroy them.

     After Lot, his wife, and two daughters escaped the city, they were told to flee for their lives and not look back toward the city.  The Lord destroyed the cities, but Lot’s wife disobeyed God and looked back.  For her disobedience, God turned her into a pillar of salt! We must always obey God’s rules.
