LESSON 13

ABRAHAM OFFERS UP ISAAC

SCRIPTURES:
Genesis 22:1-19; Hebrews 11:17

TIME STAMP:

"When Isaac was "a lad" (22:5)

JESUS IS THE PLAN:

Isaac was Abraham's "only son" - a picture of how God the Father would one day offer His only Son. OR "In your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed" (22:18)

OBJECTIVE:

To show that we must trust God

POINTS:

1. Abraham and Sarah loved Isaac very much.

2. God told Abraham to offer his son, Isaac, upon an altar.

3. Abraham, Isaac, and two young men servants walked for three days to reach the place God had wanted them to go.

4. Isaac asked Abraham where the lamb was for the sacrifice; Abraham said, “God will provide.”

5. Abraham built an altar, bound Isaac, and laid him on the altar.

6. An angel of the Lord told Abraham not to harm Isaac.

7. A ram caught in a bush was offered as a sacrifice.

MEMORY VERSE: Hebrews 11:7
     “By faith Abraham, when God tested him, offered Isaac as a sacrifice.”

LESSON:
     Abraham and Sarah loved Isaac very much.  One day, God spoke to Abraham and told him to take his only son, Isaac, to a place where He would tell him and offer him as a sacrifice.  God did this to test Abraham’s faith and to see if Abraham loved God more than anything else.

     The next morning, Abraham began to prepare for his journey and to do as God had told him.  He saddled his donkey, gathered the wood for the fire, took Isaac and two of his young male servants, and left for the place God told him about.  They walked and walked and walked for three days!  That’s a long journey!  Could you walk that far?

    They finally arrived at the base of the mountain.  Abraham told his servants to stay there while he and Isaac went up onto  Mt. Moriah to worship.  Isaac carried the wood, and Abraham carried the fire and the knife.  As they climbed together, Isaac asked his father where the lamb was for the sacrifice.  Abraham told him, “God will provide.”  Abraham must have had a heavy heart, but he loved God and intended to obey Him--whatever the cost.

     When they reached the spot where the offering was to be made, Abraham built at altar of stones and arranged the wood for the fire on top of the stones.  He then bound Isaac and laid him on the altar.   Just as Abraham  started to slay Isaac, an angel called to him and told him, “Abraham, Abraham, don’t hurt your son.  I now know that you fear God, since you were willing to give your son to me in sacrifice.”  Abraham looked up and saw a ram that was caught in a bush. He knew that God had provided for the sacrifice.

     Because of Abraham’s great faith and obedience, God blessed him by giving him a great nation and promised him that through him, all the nations of the earth would be blessed.
