OLD TESTAMENT REVIEW

SCRIPTURE:

Genesis 1 - Malachi

TIME STAMP:

From the Beginning to the Last of the Prophets…before the 400 years of Biblical silence.

JESUS IS THE PLAN:

Jesus is all through the Old Testament. “Beginning with Moses and with all the prophets, He explained to them the things concerning Himself in all the Scriptures” (Luke 24:27).

SUGGESTIONS:
Divide your class into two teams.  From the lesson list, take one or two questions 
from each lesson      
1. Describe a person or event and ask “Who am I” or “What am I?”
2. Number questions are always good ( 6 days/creation, 1 day/rest; rained for 40 days/40 nights; Naaman dipped in the Jordan River 7 times; the Israelites marched around the city of Jericho 7 times, number of plagues, etc.)
3. Name a person or event and ask, “What did I do?”  (For example, I was jealous because God accepted my brother’s sacrifice and did not accept mine; what did I do? For the younger students, help them by giving a name, such as, “My name is Moses; God told me to speak to the rock to get water, but what did I do?”)                  
Also, try to help them put events in the proper chronological order (time-line).  
For example, ask:

1. Did the building of the Tower of Babel come before or after the flood?

2. Did the wanderings in the wilderness come before or after going into the Promised Land?

Review books of the Old and New Testament
Review the 23rd Psalm.

Depending on your class, you may have extra activity sheets from some of the lessons that would be helpful at this time.

You know your students and what works for them.  Make it a fun, but educational project.
